2009 DAC Postseason Play:  Dakota State suffered a first round loss to fifth seeded Black Hills State 8-1.  
The Trojans were eliminated by third seeded Minot State 9-1 in the loser’s out game.  The tournament 
was held in Dickinson, N.D. 
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2010 Dakota State Trojan Softball Roster Head Coach Ken Prorok 

Ken Prorok, a native of 
Lincoln, Neb., enters his fourth 
year as the Head Softball coach 
for the Trojans and his fifth with 
the program.  Since his arrival in 
2006, the Trojans’ offense has 
made great improvements 
setting eight different single 
season team records. 
 

During the 2008 season, the 
Trojans managed to be perfect 
at home outscoring their oppo-
nents 32-1.  The 2008 squad 
also set single season records for walks (138) and home runs (28).  
In 2007, the Trojans found themselves ranked regionally for six 
consecutive weeks before losing five of their final six games.  In 
2006, Prorok’s first year with the program, the team opened the 
season 15-5 en route to setting five different single season team 
records—runs scored (239), RBI’s (221), batting average ( .334), 
on-base percentage (.395) and stolen bases (82). 
 

He has been with the university’ athletic department for eight 
years, from 2001-2005 he served as the Associate Head Baseball 
Coach for the Trojans where he helped guide them to three 
straight regional appearances and two super-regional appear-
ances.  During his tenure with the baseball team, the Trojans were 
ranked nationally three times and had an amazing 23 All-
Conference selections and five players receive All-American 
recognition. 
 

Prorok played competitive fast pitch for 14 years.  His teams 
qualified for 12 state tournaments (1991-1999, 2006-2008), four 
A.S.A. Regional Tournaments (1995, 1997, 1998 and 2006) and 
four N.A.F.A. World Series events (1996, 1998, 2006 and 2007).  
Prorok was also selected to two Metro All-Star teams in 1997 and 
1998 when he hit .457 and .449 respectively. 
 

In addition to his softball duties, Prorok serves as an instructor in 
the college of education at DSU. 
 

Prorok resides just outside of Madison, S.D. with his wife Renee 
and their three children—Brooke, Taylor and J.D. 

Assistant Coach 
Brittany Postma joins the 
Trojan coaching staff as a graduate 
assistant for the 2010 season after 
four years as a starter in the outfield 
at South Dakota State University 
(NCAA D-I). 
 

In her first year with the Jackrabbits, 
Postma was named Independent 
Newcomer of the week following a 
solid weekend at the Buzz Classic 
(Georgia Tech Invitational).  She 
started 49 games her freshman year 
and earned “Iron Jack” honors for 
her efforts in the weight room.  Her 
sophomore season, she finished 
second on the team with a  .289 batting average while leading the team in 
triples and tying the second-highest single season mark with 25 stolen bases, 
she also recorded 11 multi-hit games including a 3-for-3 effort against  
Creighton University. 
 

Upon completing another solid season her junior year where she hit .339 and 
was named 1st team All-Conference.  Postma was selected to 2008 Black 
Hills Gold team.  The Black Hills Gold team, coached by current Dakota State 
Head Coach Ken Prorok, was formed to play only one game against Team 
USA in an exhibition game on July 15th, 2008 in Rapid City, S.D.  Team USA 
defeated the Gold 4-0 at the end of regulation.  Postma hit third for the Gold 
facing Olympian Monica Abbott. 
 

Postma concluded her collegiate career in 2009 hitting .307, leading the 
Jackrabbits in runs scored, stolen bases and triples.  She was also named as  
a National Strength and Conditioning Association All-American recognizing 
her dedication to strength and conditioning. 
 

During her collegiate career, Postma faced some of the nations’ top programs 
facing Arizona State, UCLA, Texas Tech, Iowa, Louisville, Creighton,  
Nebraska, North Dakota State, Oregon and Missouri, just to name a few. 
 

Postma will be pursuing a master’s degree in education technology at Dakota 
State this year.
